Student Support Advocate Program

TYPE: Action Required

Attached is an agreement with Snohomish County Human Services Department to support the
program and funding for an elementary Student Support Advocate (SSA) that had previously
been funded through Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief (ESSER). The
District’s agreement with Snohomish County supports the program from September 1, 2023
through December 31, 2024. This support advocate provides services to elementary school
students and their families.

The County has historically funded our Student Support Advocates providing support to
students at Stanwood Middle School, Port Susan Middle School, Lincoln Hill High School, and
Stanwood High School. The secondary SSA’s are funded with local tax dollars, whereas the
elementary SSA will be funded with federal American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) dollars.

The attached document describes the program description, minimum service requirements, and
funding structure, which is cost reimbursement.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board approve the attached agreement
with Snohomish County Human Services to support the elementary Student Support
Advocate program.

The County has appropriated funds from its portion of Coronavirus Local Fiscal Recovery
Funds (“CLFR”) pursuant to the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA), PL 117-2, section
9901, codified at 42 USC Section 802 et seq. to be used to pay for the Stanwood-Camano
School District School Counselor as set forth in Exhibit B of the Agreement. These CLFR
Terms and Conditions apply to the Agency’s provision of the Stanwood-Camano School
District School Counselor, for which the County has agreed to pay an amount not to
exceed the amount shown as the Maximum Contract Amount on the Face Sheet. In case
of conflict between these CLFR Terms and Conditions and the Agreement, the following
order of priority shall be used: (1) CLFR Terms and Conditions, (2) Other Terms and
Conditions governing funding under this Agreement, and (2) Exhibit B of this Agreement.

As appropriate and to the extent consistent with law, the Agency should, to the
greatest extent practicable under a federal award, provide a preference for the
purchase, acquisition, or use of goods, products, or materials produced in the
United States (including but not limited to iron, aluminum, steel, cement, and
other manufactured products).

For purposes of this Subsection:

2. "Manufactured products” means items and construction material composed
in whole or in part of non-ferrous metals such as aluminum; plastics and
polymer-based products such as polyvinyl chloride pipe; aggregates such
as concrete; glass, including optical fiber; and lumber.

The Agency shall include the above clause, adapted for the proper parties, in
any subcontract and any purchase order for work products under this
Agreement, subject to the terms and conditions of Exhibit A.

FISCAL MANAGEMENT

Every subcontract approved by the County and entered into by the Agency under
this Agreement shall be in writing and shall incorporate all of the clauses in this
Section II, with word changes where appropriate to properly identify the parties to
the subcontract. If the Agency is a non-federal entity as defined in 2 CFR § 200.69
and expends $750,000.00 or more in Federal awards during its fiscal year, the
Agency shall comply with the audit requirements of 2 CFR § 200 Subpart F.

A. Accounting Standards

The Agency agrees to comply with OMB Uniform Guidance and 2 CFR § 200
and to adhere to the accounting principles and procedures required therein, to
use adequate internal controls, and to maintain necessary source
documentation for all costs incurred.

The Agency shall include the above clause, adapted for the proper parties, in
any subcontract, subject to the terms and conditions of Exhibit A.

B. Audit and Recovery

All disbursements of funds to the Agency under this Agreement shall be subject
to audit and recovery of disallowed costs from the Contractor. In the event of
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Agency’s noncompliance with Section 603 of the Social Security Act, other
applicable laws, Treasury’s implementing regulations, guidance, or any
reporting or other program requirements, the County may impose additional
conditions or take other available remedies as set forth in 2 CFR § 200.339. In
the case of a violation of Section 603(c) of the Social Security Act regarding the
use of funds, funds shall be subject to recoupment.

1. The Agency shall maintain its records and accounts so as to facilitate the
County’s audit requirement and shall ensure that subcontractors also
maintain auditable records.

2. The Agency is responsible for any audit exception incurred by its own
organization or that of its subcontractors.

3. The County reserves the right to recover from the Agency all disallowed
costs resulting from the audit.

4. The Agency shall follow-up on and develop corrective action plans for all
audit findings.

The Agency shall include the above clause, adapted for the proper parties, in
any subcontract, subject to the terms and conditions of Exhibit A.

. Accounting for Funds

In the event of an audit, the Agency shall account for all funds provided under
this Agreement and demonstrate that the funds have only be used as provided
for in this Agreement.

The Agency shall include the above clause, adapted for the proper parties, in
any subcontract, subject to the terms and conditions of Exhibit A.

. Repayment of Funds to County/Recoupment

The Agency shall return funds disbursed to it by the County under this
Agreement for return by the County to the U.S. Department of the Treasury,
upon the occurrence of any of the following events:

1. If Agency has any unspent funds on hand as of the earlier of the end date
of this Agreement or the termination of this Agreement, Agency shall return
all unspent funds to the County within ten (10) calendar days of end date or
termination;

2. If overpayments are made; or
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3. If an audit of the Project by the U.S. Department of the Treasury, the State,
or the County determines that the funds have been expended for purposes
not permitted by the Section 603 of the Social Security Act, other applicable
laws, Treasury’s implementing regulations, guidance, or any reporting or
other program requirements, the U.S. Department of the Treasury, the
County, or this Agreement.

To exercise recoupment or repayment, the County shall make a written
demand upon the Agency for repayment, the Contractor shall be obligated to
repay to the County the funds demanded within sixty (60) calendar days of the
demand. No exercise of the County of the right to demand repayment of funds
by the Agency shall foreclose the County from making an additional demand
for repayment if a return of additional funds is required by the U.S. Department
of the Treasury; the County’s right to demand repayment from the Agency may
be exercised as often as necessary to recoup from the Agency all funds
required to be returned by the County to the U.S. Department of the Treasury.

The Agency is solely responsible for seeking repayment from any
subcontractor in conformance with its debt collection policy.

The Agency shall include the above clause, adapted for the proper parties, in
any subcontract, subject to the terms and conditions of Exhibit A.

E. Debts Owed the Federal Government.

1. Any funds paid to Agency in excess of the amount to which Agency is finally
determined to be authorized to retain under the terms of this Agreement,
that are determined by the Treasury Office of Inspector General to have
been misused or that are determined by Treasury to be subject to a
repayment obligation pursuant to section 603(e) of the Act and have not
been repaid by Agency shall constitute a debt to the federal government.

2. Any debts determined to be owed the federal government must be paid
promptly by Agency. A debt is delinquent if it has not been paid by the date
specified in Treasury’s initial written demand for payment, unless other
satisfactory arrangements have been made or if the Agency knowingly or
improperly retains funds that are a debt as defined in paragraph 1 of this
subsection, Treasury will take any actions available to it to collect such a
debt.

3. Any debts determined to be owed to the County must be promptly paid by
Agency. A debt is delinquent if it has not been paid by the date specified in
County’s initial written demand for payment, unless other satisfactory
arrangements have been made or if the Agency knowingly or improperly
retains funds that are a debt. The County will take any actions available to
it to collect such a debt.
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The Agency shall include the above clause, adapted for the proper parties, in
any subcontract, subject to the terms and conditions of Exhibit A.

. Cost Principles

The Agency shall administer its provision of services in conformance with OMB
Uniform Guidance and 2 CFR § 200. These principles shall be applied for all
costs incurred whether charged on a direct or indirect basis. Pre-award costs,
as defined in 2 CFR § 200.458, may not be paid with funding under this
Agreement. The Agency is not required to provide cost sharing or matching
funds under this Agreement.

The Agency shall include the above clause, adapted for the proper parties, in
any subcontract, subject to the terms and conditions of Exhibit A.

. Indirect Costs

If indirect costs are charged, the Agency will develop an indirect cost allocation
plan for determining the Agency’s appropriate share of such costs and shall
submit such plan to the County for approval in a form specified by the County.

. Federal and State Prevailing Wage Requirements

Use of federal, state, or local funds to reimburse costs associated with labor
performed for any type of maintenance, repair, rehabilitation, construction, etc.
may trigger State Prevailing wage requirements per RCW Chapter 39.12.
Projects that include construction costs will require performance and payment
bonds from the prime contractor.

Cost Reimbursement

Reimbursement for services delivered under this Agreement shall be on a cost-
reimbursement basis. Reimbursement shall be provided for services provided
pursuant to the Statement of Work (Exhibit B). The Agency shall submit, in a
format prescribed by the County and set forth in Exhibit F to this Agreement,
an invoice and certification detailing, on a monthly basis, all costs associated
with the program based on the Approved Contract Budget (Exhibit C). Use of
funds available under this Agreement will be reviewed monthly. The Agency
certifies that the work to be performed under this Agreement does not duplicate
any work to be charged against any other contract, subcontract, or source.

. Program Income

The receipt and expenditure of program income, as defined in 24 CFR §
570.500(a), shall be recorded as part of the financial transactions under this
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Agreement in compliance with 24 CFR § 570.504. The Agency shall report
monthly to the County on the Program Income Report, all program income
generated by activities carried out with funds made available under this
Agreement.

The Agency must use such income during the Agreement period for activities
permitted under this Agreement and shall reduce request for additional funds
by the amount of any such program income balance on hand. All unexpended
program income shall be returned to the County at the end of the Agreement
period in accordance with 24 CFR § 570.503(b)(3) and 24 CFR § 570.504(c).

. Advance Payment

No payments in advance or in anticipation of services or supplies to be provided
under this Agreement shall be made by the County.

. Debarment and Suspension Certification

The Agency is required to comply with the provisions of Executive Order 12549,
Executive Order 12689, 2 CFR § 180. The Agency, by signing the Agreement,
certifies that to the best of its knowledge and belief that:

1. The Agency is not presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment,
declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from covered transaction by any
federal department or agency;

2. That the Agency has not within a three-year period preceding this
Agreement, been convicted of or had a civil judgment rendered against it
for commission of fraud or a criminal offenses in connection with obtaining,
attempting to obtain, or performing a public or private agreement or
transaction, violation of Federal or state antitrust statutes or commission or
embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction or records,
making false statements, tax evasion, receiving stolen property, making
false claims, or obstruction of justice;

3. The Agency is not presently indicted for or otherwise criminal or civilly
charged by a governmental entity (Federal, state, or local) with commission
of any of the offenses enumerated in paragraph 2 of this subsection; and

4. The Agency has not within a three (3) year period preceding the signing of
this Agreement had one or more public transaction (Federal, state, or local)
terminated for cause of default.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

A. The Stanwood-Camano School District (hereafter referred to as “the Agency”)

shall utilize these funds to replicate the Student Support Advocate Program
funded by Snohomish County, as delineated below.

. The Agency shall implement the Student Support Advocate (SSA) Program for

students identified as risk for behavioral health issues who have been impacted
by COVID-19. This model involves placing a case manager in a school to help
identify at-risk students’ needs and connect students and families with relevant
services in and outside of the public school system. This proactive intervention
model keeps students engaged in school by assessing needs, connecting them
to existing community resources, and advocating for their needs with
community and State agencies. The Student Support Advocate Program model
employs a holistic, trauma-informed approach that also addresses the needs
of the family in order to support students in reaching their potential. Within the
Multi-Tiered System of Support (MTSS) structure, Student Support Advocates
operate primarily at the Tier 3 and Tier 2 levels of support.

The role of the Student Support Advocates is to provide case management
services, including a collaborative process of screening, planning, facilitation,
care coordination, evaluation, and advocacy for options and services to meet
a student and family’s comprehensive needs. This shall be accomplished
through communication and connection to available resources to reduce risk
factors and increase protective factors for each student.

. The Key Performance Indicators for the Student Support Advocate Program

shall include how many students have been assisted/received case
management services; how many students have been connected to
behavioral health and housing resources; number of students who were
provided clothing, food/toiletries/transportation, and connected to a
medical/dental/vision provider.

. The Agency shall provide data and reports as requested by Snohomish

County including the quarterly Cognito report, which will be distributed by the
County.

. One (1) Student Support Advocate shall implement the SSA program with

fidelity, providing case management services to students within the Stanwood-
Camano School District. For the purposes of this Contract, students who
engage in full case management services shall take priority over limited-contact
students. The SSAs shall coordinate with students, as well as their parents,
teachers, counselors, community service providers, and other supportive
adults to identify and meet student needs.
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. The Agency shall employ only qualified candidates as Student Support

Advocates, i.e., candidates with a minimum of a B.A. or B.S. in social work,
psychology or equivalent work experience in social services or another
related field. The Agency shall provide SSA qualifications to the County
upon request. No changes shall be made without prior written approval from
the County.

Services provided not included in the Approved Contract Budget, Exhibit C,
will not be reimbursed. Back-up documentation from SharePoint must be
attached to each monthly invoice. Backup documentation for invoicing shall
include wage and benefit expenses and be included with the County
invoice.

The Agency shall notify the County in writing of changes to its staffing
assignments within ten (10) calendar days of any change.

In cases of pre-planned and/or extended absences by an SSA, the Agency
may, as pre-approved by the County, utilize another qualified employee (i.e.
McKinney Vento specialist) to cover emergent needs of students and
families on an SSA’s caseload. All services shall be entered into
SharePoint. The Agency shall ensure they abide by the reimbursement
guidelines and limitations of this Contract.

. Services shall be divided into the following categories for invoicing and data
entry purposes:

1.

Direct Student Services (DSS)/Direct Student Services (DSS) Offsite: Direct
Student Services shall include, but not be limited to, face-to-face sessions,
phone calls, and email correspondence with an individual student and/or
the student’s family to address the student’s needs. Services may occur
either on-site (at the Agency or Agency-approved designated remote
workspace), at the student’s home (off-site, as approved by the Agency), or
in the community (off-site). Direct Student Services may also include time
spent on data entry associated with a particular Direct Student Service.

Indirect Student Services (ISS): Indirect Student Services shall include all
contact (face-to-face, telephone, letter writing, email correspondence) with
an individual student’'s support system, including, but not limited to:

Indirect Student Services shall also include time spent with limited
students (those students not active on an SSA’s caseload) when the
time spent with the students is bulked together in SharePoint.

b. Data Reporting (DR): Data reporting services shall include, but not be
limited to, the time spent updating information — with a focus on outcome
data - in the SharePoint database. This may also include time spent on
data entry not associated with a specific Direct or Indirect Student
Service.

3. Outreach/Education Services (OES): Outreach/Education Services shall
include, but are not limited to: internal Agency meetings and trainings,
including onboarding new Student Support Advocate staff; community
meetings; training and information sharing to Agency staff and external
providers about the Student Support Advocate program; external trainings;
and other needed outreach not directly related to a particular case
management student.

Group Services (GS): Group Services shall include, but are not limited to,
large scale group activities with more than one student present (such as
Operation School Bell), larger scale conversations with professionals
around groups of students, and group facilitation as appropriate, when
breaking out the time per individual student would be too cumbersome or
inaccurate.

4. Systems Coordination (SC): Systems Coordination shall include, but is not
limited to, internal school and/or District level system coordination and work,
not related to particular case management students. Examples of this may
include coordination about social emotional learning implementation,
behavioral health services coordination for a school/system, overall SSA
program delivery and implementation; and other applicable situations.
Systems Coordination time shall be limited to 10% of an SSA’s work time,
unless pre-approved by the County.

G. The Agency shall prioritize the recruitment of at-risk students who are, or have
family members who are, struggling with behavioral health issues and/or
meeting basic needs and have been impacted by COVID-19. All services shall
be delivered in a culturally sensitive and trauma-informed manner.

H. Program participants shall be identified based on prevalence of risk factors,
such as: student instability; school success issues; poor peer relations; family
conflict or other behavioral health concerns within the family; abuse; food
insecurity; housing issues or homelessness; aggressive or violent behavior;
evident economic disadvantage; or other risk factors.
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Students shall access the SSA Program by student self-referral, as well as
referrals from teachers, administrators, school counselors, parents, and other
professionals. The Agency shall ensure SSAs receive an adequate number of
appropriate referrals in order to support program sustainability.

. The Agency shall collaborate with the County to identify an evidence-based
screening tool to use with students (and families, as applicable) to assess
needs and areas of support, such as the Washington Assessment of the Risk
and Needs of Students (WARNS) assessment. The Agency shall ensure SSAs
begin utilizing the screening tool with all new students on the SSA’s caseload
no later than the beginning of the 2023-2024 school year. The Agency shall be
responsible for costs associated with their chosen tool unless otherwise
negotiated with the County.

. SSAs shall assist students and their families with navigating complex social
service systems such as the Department of Social and Health Services
(DSHS), housing, mental health or substance use disorder treatment, and
juvenile courts. SSAs shall ensure coordination with and referral to the school’s
McKinney-Vento specialist for students who are, or at risk of, homelessness.
Advocates shall also provide support for students and their families who may
not have access to other community supports.

. SSAs shall coordinate with other school personnel, including, but not limited to,
school counselors, Prevention-Intervention specialists, and McKinney-Vento
specialists, and assist with urgent needs and gaps as they arise to address
identified needs.

. SSAs shall assist students and families without medical care coverage to enroll
in Washington Apple Health (www.wahealthplanfinder.org).

. Each SSA shall have a dedicated office space at their assigned school(s)
equipped with a computer and internet service. Where practical, the SSA’s
office shall be located apart from the school discipline area and in a high traffic
location for ease of access.

. General hours of operation shall be during the school day, but flexibility of
scheduling is a priority of this Contract. Early morning, evening, or even
weekend appointments, including home visits as approved by the Agency, shall
be scheduled based on the needs of each student and their family.

1. When general office hours are not observed, i.e. during school holidays or
other scheduled vacation periods that exceed three (3) days in duration, the
Agency shall maintain and monitor a central voicemail account, or SSA
Helpline, or have another approved plan in place, to ensure continuity of
service.
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2. SSAs shall be available to provide services during each school vacation
period, as negotiated with the County. The Agency shall submit a plan for
the provision of summer services for approval by the County no later than
May 30, 2024.

3. At a minimum, the plan for summer coverage shall include:

a. Atleast one SSA assigned to cover student needs and concerns at any
given time;

b. Monitoring of central voicemail account or SSA Helpline; and

c. At least one (1) contact or attempted contact each month with each
active student during school summer break (July and August). This
service may include a face-to-face meeting with student and/or family or
a phone call/email exchange with the student and/or family.

. SSAs shall participate in periodic Learning Community meetings and/or training
events facilitated by the County. It is anticipated that these professional
development meetings will occur quarterly, more or less, at the discretion of the
County. The County will notify the Agency at least two (2) weeks prior to the
scheduled date of the meeting.

. SSAs will remain abreast of community resources, including minimal
participation in community meetings and events. As direct student and family
support is a priority of this Contract, community meetings (outside of the
Agency) shall be limited to 10% of the SSA’s work time. Any deviation from this
requirement in time must be preauthorized by County.

. SSAs may provide program support and consultation to other Student Support
Advocate program sites. Support and consultation provided to these sites shall
be logged in the monthly SSA logs under Consultation. The School/District to
which consultation is being provided shall be documented in SharePoint.

. Flex funds are provided to procure goods and/or services directly related to the
needs of individual students and/or families. Examples of such purchases may
include, but are not limited to food, clothing, housing, bus pass, etc. Flex funds
shall not be paid directly to the student/family or used for the purchase of
alcohol, tobacco, vaping, marijuana, firearms, ammunition, or other weaponry
products. The Agency shall obtain written permission from the County prior to
the usage of flex funds for purchases over $100. Itemized receipts must be
submitted with monthly invoice for reimbursement.

a. As allowed by the County and the District, gift cards shall be the option of
last resort for flex funds use. Allowable gift cards must not be able to be
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used for the purchase of alcohol, tobacco, marijuana, vaping, firearms,
ammunition, or other weaponry products. Gift card distribution must be
tracked with name of student/family, date, amount, and store, and
documentation of need must be present in SharePoint encounter notes.
Examples of allowable gift card purchases include, but are not limited to:
restricted/family friendly grocery gift cards; gasoline only gift cards; thrift
store gift cards; laundromat gift cards; fast food gift cards; and others.

b. SSAs may access supply funding to purchase general items for students
that would be too difficult to track under the flex funds category, such as
small snacks, hygiene products/kits, winter hats and gloves, and others.
The Agency shall obtain written permission from the County prior to the use
of supply funds for purchases over $100.

T. The Agency shall continue to develop and apply trauma-informed practices
both internally and with the Individuals who receive Agency services.

c. Describe what elements of trauma-informed practices, in addition to those
listed above, the Agency is working toward implementing (either internal to
the Agency and/or in services and programs).

U. Funding in this Contract is available for the purchase of Panorama Education
surveys and the Panorama Platform license. The purpose is to assess student,
family, and staff needs and goals in order to engage in data-based decision
making, especially as it relates to mental health, belonging, and community
recovery post COVID-19.

DOCUMENTATION

A. The Agency shall record all services provided under this Contract into the
SharePoint data collection tool (hereafter referred to as “SharePoint”) or other
format determined and provided by the County. Failure to utilize the County-
provided format or submit completed data on-time may result in delay of invoice
processing.

. Each documented encounter recorded in SharePoint shall include a case note
to describe each service provided. The note may be brief but shall include
enough detail to justify the type and length of service provided.

SSAs shall utilize the most recent County-provided SharePoint instructions and
including school prefix list to ensure consistency in data collection.

. SSAs shall utilize the data entered into SharePoint as the supporting
documentation for the monthly invoice. SSAs shall utilize the County-provided
template for reporting hours of service and this spreadsheet shall be attached
to the invoice as supporting documentation.

. The Agency shall complete monthly uploads of up-to-date information to the
County SharePoint site by the 5" of each month. Uploads may be required
more frequently as determined by the County.

. Data contained within the SharePoint database will be reviewed on a schedule

to be determined by the County and may be shared at Learning Community
meetings.
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M. The County shall be granted access to the Agency’s building and district-level
Healthy Youth Survey (HYS) data through the Office of Superintendent of
Public Instruction’s online Education Data System and maintained through the
duration of this Contract. HYS data shall be used by the County as a component
of cross-site program evaluation.

N. The Agency shall submit an invoice to the County as laid out in Exhibit C. The
invoice shall be submitted by the tenth (10") day of the month following the
month during which services required to be performed under this Contract were
provided. All invoices shall be submitted no later than January 6, 2025. Backup
documentation, including, but not limited to, SharePoint documentation and
wages/benefits documentation is required for invoice processing.

O. The Agency shall submit a program update, including changes in students and
families’ attitudes, knowledge, behavior, and skills on or before June 30, 2024.
The narrative component of this report may be brief, but must provide an
update on program services, supports, and impacts for September 2023 — June
2024. An additional narrative report capturing information for July 2024 —
December 2024 will be due on or before January 10, 2025.
